Quorum present, meeting called to order at 10:08a.m., Joe Kuran, Chair, presiding.

1. 700 Plan News—JK announced that Region 43 (Washington State) is in concurrence with our 700 plan.  They are the final region to concur.  Letter expected to arrive Monday.  When the Region 43 letter arrives it will be added into our submittal package and all will be sent to the FCC for approval.
2. Review of March Meeting Minutes—M/S/C to approve March, 2010 meeting minutes.
3. Review of Application Checklist—Short review of the eleven elements required in each license application.  These are in section 9.3 of the Plan.
4. Review of TriMet Application—The application documents are posted on the RPC web site.  
Questions on interoperability—four methods—(1) command center to command center, (2) control stations will permit communications in the event of command center outage, (3) as other regional agencies move to P25 (TM is the first) mobiles and portables can interoperate on like-equipped systems, (4) TM portables and mobiles will be equipped with Interop channels.  The important thing is, regional SOPs must be modified to account for newer technology.

Discussion on test channels—TM’s contractor wants use of two 700 channels for test purposes, but TM channels are not yet licensed.  They can either get use of two OWIN channels or apply for Special Test Authorizations.

Discussion about accepting the license application: The consensus was, if it follows the pre-pack, all eleven elements are present, and there are no competing applications, it can be voted on.    
5. Vote on TriMet Application—M/S/C that TriMet application is complete and can be passed on.
6. Review of Linn-Benton County Application—Last month all elements complete except for Form 610.  Now this is present.
7. Vote on Linn-Benton County Application—M/S/C that Linn-Benton County application is complete and can be passed on.
8. CAPRAD Web Site Review—Tour guide Joe Kuran showed many of the CAPRAD website features.  See Caprad.org

9. New In-Building Coverage Requirements—Representatives from Day Wireless explained some of the new “Emergency Responder Radio Coverage” requirements, effective July 1, 2010 in Oregon.  Generally, these are requirements for in-building coverage in new construction and remodels, but it seems the rules do not account for specifics of system design and determinations of whether supplemental systems are really needed.  Other problems may include interference from adjacent systems and the system performance degradation that may occur when adjacent/nearby buildings are equipped. 
10. Next meeting—No date set yet, likely in June, will include the Portland application review.
