1.      700 Plan News—Idaho has sent in letter of concurrence on plan.  Washington State has a meeting next Wednesday, Oregon plan is on the agenda.  Northern California and Nevada—have not been heard from yet.  So, it is possible the Plan could be ready to send on to FCC by the end of March.

2.      Scoring Methodology—Phone meeting was held on Feb 18 to review draft scoring methodology devised by Karl Larsen.  Some adjustments were made.  The big question was on Table VI, Geographic Efficiency.  After discussion today, consensus was that this table only comes into play when two or more agencies in a given area are competing for the same channels, and that geographic efficiency is dependent on many factors, including location (rural/urban), system coverage area, and type of system.  So, the following note was suggested: “In the event of competing applications, the applicants are responsible for preparing technical presentations that determine geographic efficiency.”   M/S/C to accept the Evaluation and Scoring Methodology as presented and modified.

3.      Discussion on CAPRAD Channel Information—After much discussion, consensus reached: when applying for channels using current technology, typically the license application will be for the lower (preferred) or upper half of the 25 kHz block, leaving an “orphan”.  The RPC will hold the remainder of the 25 kHz block (the orphan) for the applicant.  Future arrangements may be made to “trade” orphans, depending on circumstances and keeping best practices and new technology in mind. 
4.      Approval of minutes—M/S/C to approve minutes of last meeting.

5.      Review of Benton/Linn County Application—This will be posted on the web site.

6.      Emission Mask Template—Joe K. to provide an emission designator mask for use in preparing license applications.
